As a new mum, it’s 
perfectly natural to 
feel anxious about 
breastfeeding.

Check for tongue-tie Liz 
from Surrey says:

My son was three 
weeks old before they checked, 
by which point I had very 
sore nipples as he couldn’t 
latch on properly. After a tiny, 
30 second operation, he was 
latching on beautifully and it 
didn’t hurt as much.”

Have a ‘day bag’
Barbara, from Nottingham, 
advises:
“It’s quite likely that you 
will spend a lot of time stuck 
on your sofa with your new 
baby. Keep a bag with you at 
all times that contains a big 
bottle of water (to keep you 
hydrated), some snacks, a 
muslin  cloth, spare breast pads 
(leakage happens at the most 
impractical times), your mobile 
phone and TV remotes – 
guaranteed you will want all of 
the above just after your baby 
has gone to sleep on you!”

Protect your nipples
Gina, from Leeds, comments:
“If you have a bad start to 
breastfeeding, usually from 

latching on problems, it’s your 
nipples that can suffer the most.

Sufficient Sleep
It's perfectly natural to adopt 
hibernating habits when the 
weather turns cold, you may 
use the time to catch-up on 
sleep.
A healthy and balanced diet 
When it's cold and dark 
outside, it can be tempting to 
fill up on unhealthy comfort 
food. A concerted effort to 
eat healthily will boost your 
immune system.
It is also not that commonly 
known that dairy products 
such as milk and yoghurt are 

recommended as great sources 
of vitamins A and B12 and 
good for you in winter.
Supplements
Vitamin C and Zinc 
supplements can reduce 
the duration and severity 
of a common cold. Vitamin 
D supplements can help, 
especially if you have darker 
skin or if you cover up outside.
